Global birder Musa
Murawih, Melody Mobley, the first African American female forester in the
USDA Forest Service, and local naturalist Yolanda Villacampa will lead the
walks as guests of NOVA Parks Naturalist Matt Felperin. All are welcome.

Musa Murawih grew up in Sudan to
a Bedouin family. He immigrated to
the US in 1999 when he attended
graduate school at the University of
1 Denver. He credits a Nile Valley
Sunbird, which he saw when he was
five, with getting him into birding. A
breeding male American Goldfinch
introduced him to birding in North
America.
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Melody Starya Mobley was born in Louisville,
Kentucky, and completed her degree in forest
management in 1979 from the University of
Washington. In 1977 Melody began working for
the USDA Forest Service part-time in Skykomish.
After graduating as the first African-American
woman with a degree in forest management
from the UW, Melody went on to explore much of
the country during her 28-year career with the
USDA Forest Service. Melody holds the
distinction of being the first Black female
forester in the USDA Forest Service.

Ever since a child growing up in Arlington, VA, Yolanda Villacampa's interest in
nature and animals drew her to seek the outdoors. During college years at GMU in
Fairfax, VA, (BA in Biology), she worked as a seasonal park ranger in Arlington. She
is a park naturalist with the Arlington County Nature Centers & a 10 yr. Arlington
Regional Master Naturalist volunteer. As a full-time Museum Specialist (Zoology) at
the Smithsonian’s National Museum of Natural History, she works on worldwide
research collections and photographs a variety of mollusks and other invertebrates.
Her Hispanic heritage spans two continents and travels have taken her to Spain
and Ecuador, where her parents were born. Yolanda was born in Washington DC.

Melody Starya Mobley nacié en Louisville,
Kentucky y completé su licenciatura en Manejo
Forestal en 1979 de la Universidad de Washington.
En 1977 Melody comenzé a trabajar a medio tiempo
para el Servicio Forestal del USDA en Skykomish.
Después de graduarse, fue la primera mujer
afroamericana con un titulo en Manejo Forestal de
la Universidad de Washington y pasé a explorar
gran parte del pais durante su carrera de 28 afios
con el Servicio Forestal del USDA. Melody tiene la
distincién de ser la primera mujer forestal
afroamericana en el Servicio Forestal del USDA.

Desde que era una nifia, en Arlington, Virginia, Yolanda Villacampa tuvo interés en la naturaleza y los
animales que la atraen el aire libre. Durante los afios en la Universidad de George Mason en Fairfax,
Virginia (con un titula B.A en biologia) trabajé como guardaparques estacional en Arlington. Es
naturalista de parques con los centros de naturaleza del condado de Arlington y una maestra
naturalista regional de Arlington por 10 afios. Como especialista en museos a tiempo completo en el
Museo Nacional de Historia Natural del Smithsonian, trabaja con colecciones mundiales y toma fotos
